Cumbria Flood Recovery Fund

On the weekend of the 8/9th January 2005, Cumbria was hit by the worst storms and floods in living
memory, turning the lives of thousands of people upside down overnight.

Cumbria Community Foundation responded immediately to that need and by 6pm on the Sunday had launched an Appeal to raise
£500,000 for the Cumbria Flood Recovery Fund. Publicised with the help of the local media, the response was immediate and within the
first week the Appeal raised £250,000 including a personal donation from HRH The Prince of Wales.

Thanks to the generosity of more than a thousand individuals, communities, charities and businesses throughout the UK, the Fund now
stands at an incredible £812,000, far exceeding initial expectations. As one donor to the Flood Fund commented, “if we didn't have a
Community Foundation we would have had to invent one”.

Connecting people who care...

Cumbria Community Foundation exists to connect people who care
with causes that matter. With the Cumbria Flood Recovery Fund, we
are delighted to have been able to make that connection between so
many generous people and to direct their goodwill to projects and
people in real need.

There are many heart-warming stories about donations. The villagers
of Boscastle in Cornwall, who experienced their own flood, held a
dance to raise money because they “knew just how the people of
Carlisle are feeling”. The children of St Bede's Roman Catholic School
in Carlisle managed to stay quiet for a whole hour, raising £700 for
the Appeal, and another girl raised £80 by asking everyone at her 9th
birthday party to make a donation. A Kendal knitting group “Much
Knitting on-the-Needle” exhibited a knitted village to raise £150 “to
help some elderly persons who have suffered”.

But it doesn't stop there. Nearly a year on from the floods, some people are only just returning to
their homes and many businesses are still operating from temporary premises. The impact of the
floods will continue to be felt in the months ahead and the Cumbria Flood Recovery Fund will be
there to support this ongoing need for as long as funds last.

= Many people have been living in temporary accommodation miles from their homes

= Young people have been separated from their friends

= Elderly people have been relocated away from support networks

* People have spent thousands of pounds simply travelling to and from their devastated homes

= A BBC Radio Cumbria survey identified that nearly half of all flood victims have experienced mental
health problems

* Many people have spent weeks negotiating with insurers, builders, trades people and utility
companies

= Many community groups have lost equipment and had their premises damaged

Fund Wins Charity Awards

In recognition of the speed of response and
quality of grant-making, the Foundation won a
National Charity Award. Daniel Phelan, organiser
of The Charity Awards 2005 said “While the rest
of the world was focusing its efforts on the
tsunami, staff at Cumbria Community Foundation
sped into action”. The judges also commended
the Foundation on its “speed, community
engagement and delivery on the ground when
attention was focused elsewhere”. The
Foundation also went on to win the UK Charity
Awards Fundraising Campaign of the Year 2005.

Why do we need a
Community Foundation?

The people of Cumbria benefit from the activities of over three
thousand voluntary and community groups. Together they play a vital
role in the life of our towns and villages.

We have significant community need in the county, exacerbated by
unemployment, industrial and agricultural decline, rural isolation and
recent crises such as foot and mouth disease and the January floods.

Establishing a Fund

A fund at the Foundation works just like a charitable trust but is much easier to set up and far more
cost effective. It allows you to support issues and areas you care about most.

The Foundation’s most valuable role is that of holding and managing long term capital funds. These
funds are professionally invested and the income from them used to make grants. Donors can choose
to identify the types of beneficiary and the areas where grants are made.

You may be in the fortunate position to be able to set up your own fund at the Community
Foundation, either during your lifetime or through a legacy.

The fund can be established in your name and will be a powerful way of serving the community for
generations to come.The criteria are set in consultation with you.The minimum practical size for a
fund is £25,000.This is a significant sum, but contributions to a fund can be built over time.

Some people choose to manage all or most of their charitable giving through a fund at the
Foundation.

The Community Foundation is privileged to hold funds set up by individuals and companies who want
to help their community and have chosen to do so through the Foundation.

Examples are permanent named funds such as the HSBC Bank, lames Cropper, Viscount Whitelaw and
Laing Plc funds or donor directed funds such as the CN Group Fund.We also run themed funds
which cover a particular geographic area and/or field of interest such as the Barrow Community Trust
or the two Kipling Funds. If you are thinking of setting up a fund, these examples may give you ideas
about how a fund can be tailored to your interests.

In addition to funds held by the Foundation we also provide administration services to charitable
trusts, including the Holehird Trust and Mary Grave Trust.

Giving time and skills

Cumbria
ProHelp

From July 2004 to July 2005, more than 70 community groups have benefited from the skills of our
volunteers.

The Foundation not only funds community projects, it finds
professional volunteers to support them for free.

Cumbria ProHelp has 72 professionals on its register — architects,
accountants, designers, PR specialists, surveyors, lawyers and many
others. They all work on a huge range of community projects,
some of which might not get off the ground without their help.

Matches have included a large number of building surveys, help with business planning and assistance
with IT and website/graphic design. The groups not only benefit from professional support but also
gain skills, knowledge, ideas and contacts to help themselves in the future.

One particularly successful project will result in a residential centre being built for Workington Scouts.

Volunteer Peter Bromiley of Day Cummins Architects and Surveyors wrote a feasibility study, which
proved the catalyst for a successful £222,000 Lottery application. The Scouts will soon be able to
extend an existing building on their campsite and create two dormitories, adult bedrooms and other
facilities.

ProHelp is a highly effective
way of enabling groups to
access professional
assistance that will improve
their own efficiency and
effectiveness at no cost to
themselves.

The scheme is rated as
either good or excellent by
all groups and by 90% of
volunteers. There is great
enthusiasm for the scheme
on both sides.

The main motivation for
volunteers is altruistic, though
forming relationships which
could lead to future
commercial work is also a
significant factor.

The Barrow Community Trust is Barrow’s own long-term capital fund. In partnership with the
Community Foundation over the last 4 years, £381,407 has been distributed in grants to voluntary and
community groups within the Borough.

A Music Evening was kindly organised by Emma and Dean Fawcett at The Abbey House Hotel in
October with all proceeds going to the Trust.

In November we ran a ‘Leave Something Local' campaign in conjunction with Poole Townsend
solicitors. The aim of the campaign was to promote the making of legacy donations to the Trust and
other local charities.

In March the Trust held its second black tie Charity Ball. Attended by local supporters, it raised much
needed funds for local groups.

In June 2005 the Trust was pleased to announce the opening of an Affinity Account with the Furness
Building Society. Each year the Furness Building Society will make a cash payment to the Trust equal to
1% gross interest on the average total balance held in the Trust's Affinity account.

In July Steve Murray, Chair of the Trust Committee, cycled the new Walney to Wear cycle route, raising
funds for the Trust.

On 2nd December the Trust will be holding its first Celebration Event hosted by the Mayor of
Barrow-in-Furness at the Town Hall. The evening will be a celebration of all that is good about being
part of community life in Barrow, bringing together donors, members and groups supported. The event
is being kindly sponsored by the Furness Building Society.

Becca Maddison and Living Well Trust

In 2003 the Trustees of the Community Foundation, in their role
as custodians of the Cumberland Educational Foundation took
the decision to make long term grant-making commitments to a
small number of organisations. The Living Well Trust was one of
those organisations

The Living Well Trust is developing a Model of Integrated
Community which includes the need to engage the disengaged,
particularly the youth of an area. Success is often difficult to
quantify, but one case illustrates the potential that exists within
these young people and the need to invest in them.

Becca Maddison became totally disengaged from both
mainstream schools and the Pupil Referral Unit; her behaviour
was unsatisfactory and her response to anything academic was
to walk away, often in anger and with violence.

Becca is a local girl from the community in which the Trust is
based, Raffles in Carlisle. Her family is known to the Trust and
relationships already existed with her. Becca came to our
education unit some two years ago as someone with no hope
of achieving anything. In the two years she was with us she
gained ASDAN awards which are GCSE equivalent in grades D-
E. and was working for another award. This is a significant step
in her life as she can now believe in herself.

As she reached the age of 16, Becca, with her qualifications now
in place, was able to move on to another course.We will not
lose contact with her though, for she is a member of the
community and we will continue to provide any help and
support that she may need in her life.

The Mary Grave Trust is an excellent example of local
philanthropy. Established in 1971 the Trust was set up by a local
industrialist and was named after his mother, who was from
Maryport.

Its objective is the advancement of education and in particular
to enable young people, who would not otherwise be able to
afford it, to learn by travelling abroad. It distributes in excess of
£50,000 annually and has enabled hundreds of young people to
learn and grow as a result of their experiences. One such
example is Kathryn Moore from Workington. She is spending
five months teaching English in Vietnam during her gap year
before University.

She is one of 23 young Cumbrians who've benefited from
grants to support their overseas travel since April 2005.

The Community Foundation administers the Trust on behalf of
local Trustees who retain control over the Trust’s affairs.

But with the
support of ECO youth
workers, Steve had the chance
to explore what he really
wanted to do and came to
realise he did have a passion —
he loved to cook.

ECO applied to the
Community Foundation for a
Community Champions grant
so Steve could go to Cordon
Vert in Manchester for an
intensive training course in
vegetarian cookery. Five years
on, after building up experience
working in a variety of cafes
and hotels, Steve now teaches
training courses for young
people at the Cordon Vert in
Manchester, and he’s full of
confidence.

Chris Hodder and Eden Community
Outdoors

Three years ago Chris Hodder didn't know what he wanted to
do, though he was a talented, self-taught magician. He hadn’t
liked school much “| just didn't see the point of school really. |
did get some GCSEs and some GNVQs but | didn't have a
focus, didn't have any idea what | wanted to do with my life.”
On his last day at school, he remembers standing about thinking
“well that's it then, what do we do now?”

He'd already heard about ECO (Eden Community Outdoors),
an Appleby-based community organisation providing learning
support for young people in Eden.They were recruiting helpers
for a children’s outdoor project and the rest, as they say, is
history.

When circus performers took part in a youth festival, Chris was
so inspired he started his own group “Euphoric Circus” who
have gone on to perform at community events throughout the
area and overseas. In fact, the Foundation recently funded an
educational trip for the group to travel to Spain, via France and
the Pyrennes, to be trained in circus skills and do street
performances, including on the Ramblas in Barcelona.

Chris is now a semi-professional circus performer and hopes to
turn fully professional in the future, perhaps setting up a circus
performance centre at ECO. As Chris says, “Some of the most
important learning of my life, the learning that might give me a
career, has been done in the past two years”.

Following a year’s training placement at ECO, Chris is now
working at Eden Grove, a residential school for boys with
behavioural difficulties.
